WHEREAS, Idaho wildlandfirefighters engage in highly dangerous work protecting
millions of acres of private, state, andfederal lands; and

WHEREAS, Idaho wildland firefi ghters protect communities, natural resources,
watersheds, recreation opportunities, and theforest products industry, which plays an important
part of the state's economy; and

WHEfuEAS, Idaho wildlandfirefighters tirelessly put themselves on the linefor days and
weelcs, living and working in dirt and smoke and against heat and flames; and

WHEREAS, Idaho wildlandfirefighters respond ffictively to severefire seasons that are
increasing across the West; and

WHEfuEAS, in 2021, Idaho wildlandfirefightersfought 413 wildfires on 142,022 acres
under the ldaho Department of Lands protection, holding 88-percent offires to less than I0
acres in size; and

WHEREAS, without this skilled worlcforce in ldaho we would not be able to combat the
continued threat of wildland fire ;

NOW, THEREFORE I, BRAD LITTLE, the Governor of ldaho do hereby declare July 2,
2022, to be
